The evening will also include a sneak peek at Secular Games, which is being revived for the 
Company’s Joyce Theater season in the spring. Artistic Director Janet Eilber will offer commentary on the artistic 
and historical context of the featured works. 
 
The Graham Studio Series offers audiences a behind-the-scenes look at the work of the Company in the intimate 
setting of its West Village studios. The program provides a glimpse of the artistic labor that goes on every day at 
the Martha Graham Studios to preserve and augment Martha Graham’s great legacy.
